It is our intention that our 1st XI gain promotion to the National league and that each side league side plays in the highest possible appropriate division. We believe that with our facilities and the commitment of our members Olton can once again become not only a great club to play for but also the best club in the Midlands.
Ladies

This year the 1st X1 will play in National League premier, 2A’s X1 will play in Midland Premiership Division, 2B’s X1 will play in Warwickshire Division 1, 3rd X1 are in Division 3, and the fourth team will play in Warwickshire Division 4.

Ambitions are for promotion for each team and a place in Europe for the 1st X1 and the coaching and management plans reflect this ambition

Juniors
The Junior Section will be the third section with its own committee, and like the Men’s and Ladies, it will be an integral part of the overall Hockey Club. The focus of the sections efforts will be Sunday training and games for the different junior age groups up to 18 
John  Warner will head up the section and Trevor Lewis will be the coach in charge.    
Plans for this year will include recruiting new junior players of all ages 7+ years from the local area, an end of season tournament and games for all ages during the season. 
We will be introducing a Junior Muffin Mailer, written by younger members of the Club to inform and entertain the younger members.

This year there will be Vixens and Badgers teams. These  teams provide an opportunity for young people to learn the game in a safe and enjoyable way. The teams are made up of those new to the game usually under 13  and a few older experienced. The Badgers will play each Saturday and the Vixens will play on Sundays. Chris Soderman will be organising the Vixens and John Warner the Badgers. 
Club First 
Club first accreditation is a seal of approval from our governing body ( England  Hockey) that a club has the necessary policies and procedures in place that ensure that hockey is being played in a safe environment and enable the sport of hockey to thrive.

Club First affects the whole club but “Club First Accreditation” is essential for any club with juniors as it shows the club will safeguard the juniors wellbeing and increase their interest in hockey. Olton are confident that we do look after the interest of the juniors but are also sure we can do more- hence the establishment of the junior section and other actions. 

Teas 
This year, all home games will have teas provided for them and sufficient food will be made for both home and away teams. We expect all players to stay after their game and socialise with the opposition and fellow team mates. 
The new Bar Steward- Pete Bolton is very keen to please and has come up with some excellent menu options.  

Academy
Following on from last years’ success we will be continuing the academy. This will be an invitation only coaching session targeting 13-16 year olds concentrating on personal skills and development. Players will be identified based on potential. Michael Johnson GB international will be running the academy.
